VII.  SUPERINTENDENT’S/ASSISTANT SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORTS
= Mr. Whelan introduced Kathy Simone, chairperson of the Glebe Street School PTA
Playground Committee. Mrs. Simone presented plans for a new Glebe Street School
Playground, which the PTA has been raising funds for during the past six years. They have
currently reached % of their goal of $70,000 and are waiting to hear on grant money, but are
hopeful of starting the project in October. Indicated it will be a turnkey operation; E.J. Maye
will overview on behalf of district, but company selected will provide full installation. Mrs.
Simone indicated it will be a whole new playground and won’t re-use any existing
equipment. It was noted that the existing equipment belongs to the district and can not be
disposed of by the PTA. Mr. Levin stated he would like to see elements of the old

playground combined. Simone noted the new playground will be fully handicap accessible
and that Glebe Street students had been given an opportunity to help choose the playground
components. The playground committee presented t-shirts to the Board and Administration.

= Mrs. Sullivan reported that she, Superintendent Whelan, High School Principal Michael
Beatty, the guidance department and 36 JHS students had attended the Fulton County
Regional Chamber of Commerce & Industry Student Recognition Breakfast at Fulton
Montgomery Community College that morning. Five $1,000 scholarships were awarded and
two of them were received by JHS seniors: Michelle Frenssen and Travis Bevington. She
added that the students had behaved with class and were ladies & gentlemen.

= Mrs. Sullivan asked Mrs. Freeman and Mrs. Fitzgerald to announce the names of the sixth
grade students chosen by the academic committee to participate in the grant funded student
technology leadership program with BOCES. Mrs. Freeman indicated Serena Smith of Glebe
Street School and Kayla Jackson of Glebe Street School had been selected. Mrs. Fitzgerald
announced that Deep Mohan of Glebe Street School and Kevin Ammann of Pleasant Avenue
School will serve as alternates. The students will be invited to the May 21 Board meeting
and then attend training at FMCC over the summer. A club advisor is still needed (no
applicants received).
